FBebrelv Enstitution,
GREAT RANDOLPH STREET, CAMDEN TOWN,
March 20, 1833.
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At the beginning of Morning Prayer, the Minister shall read with a
loud voice some one or more of these sentences of the Scriptures
that follow. And then he shall say that which is written after the
said sentences.
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A General Confession to be said of the whole Congregatwn after the
: Minister, all kneeling.
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The Absolution, or Remission of Sins, to be pronounced by the Priest
alone, standing ; the People still kneeling.
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The People shall answer here, and at the end of all other Prayers, .

Then the Minister shall kneel, and say the Lord’s Prayer with an

audible voice ; the People also kneeling, and repeating it with him
both here, and wheresoever else it is used ¢ in Divine Service.
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Then likewise he shall say,
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Here ull standing up, the Priest shall say,
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Then shall be said or sung this Psalm followmg. except on Haster-
Day, upon which another Anthem is appointed ; and on the Nine-
teenth day of every Month it is mot to be read here, but in the
ordinary course of the Psalms.

Venite, exultemus Domino.—Psalm 95.
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Then shall follow the Psalms in order as they are appointed. And at
the end of  every Psalm throughout the Year, and {ikewise at the
end of Benedicite, Benedictus, Magmﬁcat and Nunc d1m1ttls,
shall be repeated
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Then shall be read distinctly with an audible voice the First Lesson,
taken out of the Old Testament, as is appointed in the Calendar,
except there be proper Lessons assigned for that day: he that
readeth so. standing and turning himself, as he may best-be heard
of all such as'aie present. And after that, shall be said or sung

. the Hymn called Te Deum Laudamus, daily throughout the Year.

Note, That before every Lesson the Minister shall say, Here beginneth
such a Chapter; or Verse: of su¢h a Chapter, of. such a Book;
And after every Lesson, ‘Here endeth the First, or the Second
Lesson.

Te Deum’ Laudamus

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Then shall be read in lilce manner, the Second Lesson taken out of the
New Testament. And after that, the Hymn following ; except

when that shall happen to be read in the Chapter for the Day, or
Jor the Gospel on Samt Jokn Baptist's Day.

People, standing: except only such days as the Creed of St. Atha=
nasius is appointed to be read.
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And after tﬂat, these Prayers foliowz'ng,‘all devoutly kneeling ; the
Minister first pronouncing with a loud voice,
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Then the Minister, Clerks, and People, shall suy the Lord’s Praym
with a loud voice.
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Then shall follow Three Collects ; the first of the Day, which shall be
the same that is appointed at the Communion; the second, for
Peace ; the third, for Grace to live well. And the two last Col-
lects shall never alter, but daily be said at Morning Prayer
throughout all the year, as followeth ; all kneeling.

The Second Collect, for Peace.
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The Third Collect, for Grace.
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In Quires and Places where they sing, kere followeth the Anthem.
Then these Five Prayers following are to be read here, except when

the Litany is read ; and then only the two last are to be read, as
they are there placed.
